The two-horned ram is the Medo-Persian Empire.

The he-goat with the single horn is the Grecian Empire.
The single large horn is Alexander the Great.

The “little horn” who oppresses Jewish people is
Antiochus Epiphanes.

These prophetic images came to Daniel to encourage him
as well as prepare him and others for the changes coming
to usher in the Kingdom of God with Messiah as King.
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There are several truths to remember as we learn about the End Times.
1st Truth: God allows consequences to follow the
lack of obedience by His people and the sin of the
world.
A pattern of sin and disobedience has costly
consequences in this life and in the next.
